Back in the day when my daughter was young enough to love the children’s clubs on ships and I was not old enough 

to sail with Saga, there was a cruise line for people who don’t do cruises. Remember Ocean Village?

The brand, which was created by Carnival 
UK in 2003, was closed down in 2010 and 
its two ships transferred to P&O Cruises 
Australia. Well now its first ship, also called 
Ocean Village (and before that sailing as P&O 
Cruises’ Arcadia), is back on this side of the 
world and sailing as Columbus for Cruise & 
Maritime Voyages.

I haven’t had a chance to cruise on her yet 
but CMV kindly invited me to her renaming 
ceremony in London Tilbury so I took the 
chance to get there early and take a DIY tour 
to see how she is looking after all these years. 

She is certainly a big step up for CMV, offering 
64 cabins and suites with balconies and the 
company’s first speciality restaurants – a 
steakhouse called The Grill and Fusion, an 
Indian eatery. Neither was serving food but 
they looked really nice and at £25 and £15 
respectively, both are really affordable.

There is also a Chef’s Table – another first 
for CMV – that seats up to 14 people and 
costs £49 for an eight-course menu with wine 
included. What a bargain!

P&O Cruises Australia splashed out on a refit 
two years ago so she was already looking 
good when CMV took delivery – the dining 
room, which in Ocean Village days was a self-
service, is impressive, and I loved the comfy 
living room feel in Connexions lounge bar – but 
CMV has made a few changes to suit its British 
passengers.

As it doesn’t cater for children, the kids club 
has been replaced with a card room and 
country house-style library with deep leather 
chairs, while the teen area is now an aft-
facing observation lounge (there is also an 
observation lounge at the front of the ship, 
which doubles as a nightclub). The casino has 
been scaled back as the British don’t tend to 
gamble much and is now more lounge than 

gaming area. A newly-named Taverner’s Pub 
serves 19 beers, ales and lagers.

As on Magellan, the former Carnival Cruise 
Line ship that CMV acquired a couple of years 
ago, 150 cabins have been put aside for solo 
use with a low 25% single supplement.

At 5pm, we took our seats in the theatre to 
watch TV’s Rip Off Britain presenter Angela 
Rippon rename the ship and hear CMV 
commercial director Chris Coates reveal 
that sales for Columbus have been so good 
that the company is not only on the lookout 
for yet another ship but expects to make an 
announcement very soon.

An ice-strengthened hull means she can 
cruise the icy waters of Antarctica (there’ll be 
a fleet of Zodiacs for shore landings in the 
White Continent and passenger numbers on 
these voyages will be limited to 200) but her 
sleek looks mean she’ll feel equally at home 
among the private yachts that adorn the small 
harbours of the Mediterranean.

When I made the 
booking I had 
never seen a 
real clipper, 
let alone 
sailed on 
one, though 
I hoped such 
a voyage 

would provide 
adventure and 

luxury. But I hadn’t 
bargained on the 

enormous amounts of 
both delivered.

Royal Clipper, a large ship, 439 feet long, 
straight from history books, greeted us  
in the Barbados sunshine. She waited,  
a thing of beauty par excellence, offering 
adventure and fun. She had five massively 
tall masts with sails furled, an elegant hull 
and a presence that was magical from  
the start.

Safely aboard, I found decks that were 
those of a working ship, the sort that might 
have plied the oceans carrying the world’s 
explorers to far distant lands or brought 
the wealth of empire to Great Britain.  
Ropes and rigging, masts and yardarms 
were straight from the pages of adventure 
books. 

Here, on Royal Clipper, the past and 
present came together in perfect harmony 

and we were to partake of it. Leaving a 
port or bay meant not just the releasing 
of ropes, but an utterly unforgettable 
experience. Gathered on deck, all eyes 
searched upwards waiting for the first sign 
of sail. The empty masts, like a forest in 
winter, waited tantalisingly, their massive, 
nearly 60 feet wide yardarms dressed with 
lights from end to end, were already a 
lovely scene, and then the first person to 
notice would point and say, “Look, 
it’s beginning!”

Then a single sail 
would slowly 
unfurl and those 
triangular jibs, 
all four of them, 
slowly inched 
their way up 
to sailing 
position. All 
eyes watched 
in awe as 42 
sails slowly 
dropped and 
expanded from 
their enormous 
masts. I cannot 
overstate the impact of 
these sail-aways, they were 
simply overwhelming.  

Soon, Royal Clipper set forth carrying her 
passengers in considerable luxury. The 
interior, mostly in an attractive mahogany 

finish, gave her a sumptuous Edwardian 
look, complemented by gleaming brass 
and smart black wrought iron banisters. 
Winding staircases afforded a three-
deck view of the excellent restaurant and 
above it, an intriguing sight: the bottom of 
one of three swimming pools! Incredible 
engineering supported the water above 
diners below, whilst at the same time 
providing an opaque glittering light. 

The cuisine on board was first 
rate, breakfast and lunch 

being buffet-style and 
dinner offered excellent 

choices. Good wines 
were available at 
reasonable price 
throughout the 
ship.  Midnight 
snacks were also 
laid on – though 
alas I had usually 
gone to bed, my 
head filled with the 

events of the day.

I do complain, it’s part 
of my personality and 

gets worse with age, but 
with regard to Royal Clipper 

I could find nothing at all to fire up 
indignation.  It was with great reluctance 
that I stepped ashore for the last time. But 
hey – why don’t I book another cruise?  
Yes, where’s ROL’s booking number...!

Ingredients 
12 chicken legs (bone in)

1 lime (halved)

Hot sauce, to serve (optional)

Jerk Marinade
1 big bunch spring onions 
(roughly chopped)

Thumb-sized piece of ginger 
(roughly chopped)

3 garlic cloves

1/2 a small onion

3 scotch bonnet chillies, 
deseeded if you want less heat

1/2 tsp dried thyme

Juice 1 lime

2 tbsp soy sauce

2 tbsp vegetable oil

3 tbsp brown sugar

1 tbsp ground allspice

Method
•	To make the jerk marinade, 

combine all the ingredients in 
a food processor with 1tsp salt, 
and blend to a purée. Eventually 
it will start to blend up – don’t be 
tempted to add water, as you want 
a thick paste.

•	Taste the jerk mixture for 
seasoning and throw in more 
chillies if it’s not spicy enough for 
you. If it tastes too salty and sour, 
try adding some brown sugar until 
the mixture tastes well balanced.

•	Make a few cuts in the chicken 
legs and pour the marinade over 
the meat, rubbing it in. Cover 
and leave to marinate overnight 
in the fridge.

•	If you want to barbecue your 
chicken, burn the coals for one 
hour before you’re ready to cook. 
To get a more authentic jerk 
experience, add some wood chips 
to your barbecue, and cook your 
chicken over slow, indirect heat for 
30 mins. To cook in the oven, heat 
to 180°C/160°C fan/gas mark 4. 
Put the chicken legs in a roasting 
tin with the lime halves and cook 
for 45 mins until tender and 
cooked through.

•	Squeeze the roasted lime over the 
chicken and serve with the rice & 
peas, and some hot sauce if you 
like it really spicy.
